SOUND EQUIPMENT

Promoter to provide a PROFESSIONAL QUALITY P.A. SYSTEM with the following equipment 

A: A sound mixing desk with minimum 16 channels, with comprehensive EQ, 

i.e. at least 2 mid sweeps and high and low frequency shelving filters per channel.

Also a minimum of three auxiliary sends and eight sub groups.

Mixer should be placed at least 25 feet from the stage with reasonable access for the engineer.

B: FOH Outboard Equipment
2   31 Band Graphic Equalisers

1  Programmable digital reverb unit.

1  Programmable digital delay with delay up to 1 second, or more.

2  Soft knee compressors.

C: Speakers/Power Amps
Normally three way actively crossed over concert system. Minimum power 2500 Watts RMS for small venues i.e. under 400 capacity.

D: Mics and Stands

Mics:

5    Shure SM58                  4 Vocals, 1 spare.   

3    Shure SM57                1 Congas, 1 Bongo,1 spare.

3    DI Boxes                      Bass, Piano. Tres (Cuban guitar)

These Mics are minimum requirements, higher quality substitutes are acceptable.

10 Boom type microphone stands.

All microphones to have professional, non-tangle screened cable.

E: Monitor System
For smaller Venues we will accept a Monitor Mix from the FOH desk with at least a 3 way Monitor Mix .Each mixer output must have its own 31 band Graphic EQ.    

6 x1x15” speakers with horn”wedge “ monitors each with minimum power handling of 250 Watts RMS..

F: Personnel
An experienced and able sound engineer to operate the FOH mix and the Monitor Mix.

NB: The Band reserve the right to bring there own Sound Engineer, by consultation with the promoter.
